How Palestinians were expelled from their homes (16 mins)

Around the time that Israelis celebrate Independence Day, Palestinians commemorate “The
Nakba,” or “The Catastrophe.” The Nakba was a series of events, centered around 1948, that
expelled hundreds of thousands of Palestinians from their homeland and killed thousands. The

Nakba isn’t the beginning of the story, but it's a key part of Palestinian history — and the root of
Israel’s creation.

The U.S. Media Has a Palestine Problem (10 mins)

This is a very important video we want you to watch just because you come from the West, and
there exists a default prejudice against Palestine and Palestinians that has, consciously and
subconsciously, influenced the way you think about the Middle and Palestine/Israel.

Inside Israeli Apartheid (22 mins)

For decades Palestinians have accused Israel of the crime of Apartheid: one system that
privileges Jews, and another that discriminates against Palestinians. Now, the rest of the world
is catching up. In the past few years, leading global and Israeli human rights groups have joined
their Palestinian counterparts in calling Israel an Apartheid state. From the occupied West
Bank, East Jerusalem, and Gaza, to Palestinian communities inside Israel, this is a look Inside
Israeli Apartheid.

Occupation 101: Voices of the Silenced Majority

This (slightly dated) documentary focuses on the current and historical root causes of the
Israeli-Palestinian conflict. It covers a wide range of topics, which include the first wave of
Jewish immigration from Europe in the 1880s, the 1920 tensions, the 1948 war, the 1967 war,
the first Intifada of 1987, the Oslo Peace Process, settlement expansion, the role of the United
States government, the second Intifada of 2000, the Separation Barrier, and the Israeli
withdrawal from Gaza, as well as many heart-rending testimonials from victims of this tragedy.
Although it's a bit dated, the documentary provides an excellent primer into the roots and
manifestations of the conflict.
